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TENT ERECTION INSTRUCTIONS





FLYSHEET FIRST PITCHING





Assemble poles and lay them on the ground parallel: (6 poles: 2 longer diagonal poles (A & B), 2 medium poles (C & D) and 2 short poles (E & F).


Open out flysheet and position in required direction.


Insert the two longer diagonal poles (A & B) diagonally through the pole sleeves on the outside of the flysheet. Lay the flysheet and poles on the ground. The poles are colour coded to match corresponding pole sleeve entry points.


Insert the two medium poles (C & D) into the pole sleeves on outside of flysheet nearest the diagonal poles. 


Locate one end of each pole on one side of flysheet into the metal pin system at the end of the pole sleeves.  Make sure poles locate into correct pin system (all poles follow corresponding flysheet seams to pin system).


Push poles into an arch from opposite ends (A, B, C & D) and locate pole ends into corresponding metal pin. (To avoid excess strain on poles and tent material, it is advisable to have assistance to hold diagonal poles upright when forming arch).


The main dome area of the tent should now be free standing. Peg dome area through metal rings in each corner using pin-pegs.


Insert two remaining shorter poles (E & F) into remaining pole sleeves towards each end of the flysheet and repeat procedure above to form arch.


Pull both tunnel areas taut, away from pegged dome, and peg in place through anchor straps at each end of flysheet using pegs supplied.


Peg out ALL guy lines using pin-pegs ensuring that guy line fabric attachment points are evenly tensioned.





Two steel poles are provided to support the doorway as an awning. Erect the poles by pushing the male and female ends together (rubber foot is at the base and spike is at the top). Push the spike ends through the eyelets at each corner of the doorway and connect the extra guy lines, one to each pole. The guy lines are then pegged to enable the doorway to be held taut. Regulate to suit the conditions.
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INNER ATTACHMENT





Open out inner tents inside flysheet and position doorway to correspond with the porch and entrance of the flysheet.


Starting from the rear corners of the tent, attach the elasticised hooks on the groundsheet to corresponding rings on the flysheet anchor straps.


Suspend the inner by attaching hooks of inner tent with rings on inside of flysheet. Do the rear first and work forward towards the porch.


Once the inner tents are in place, ensure the webbing loops at the base of the doorway are pegged into the eyelets on the groundsheet (see below).





The tent is provided with an additional PORCH groundsheet for groundcover in this area. 


The Porch groundsheet is best connected by positioning the groundsheet in the porch area and using the hook and ring attachments in the corners to secure in place.





COMBINED PITCHING





The inner(s) can remain attached to the flysheet when packing tent after use, but always check that toggles and clips are still attached when re-pitching.


If pitching with inner and flysheet combined it is advisable to obtain assistance to avoid undue strain on poles and tent material.


In humid or very wet weather the underside of the flysheet may become laden with condensation. If this occurs it may be advisable to detach the inner and pack it separately to avoid the inner tent becoming saturated.
